The
future Milaneo in Stuttgart also took the gold - in a pilot project of the DGNB the whole quarter was pre-certificated
with the highest honors. In addition, the shopping center had already been pre-certificated with gold. Our first ECE
center outside of Germany to be awarded was the Serdika Center in Sofia, granted by the Bulgarian Green Building
Council. In all our three divisions Shopping, Office, and Industries, 11 sustainability certificates already prove we are
on the right track in pursuing and enhancing our sustainability strategy.
